10.14 Transitions Policy 

Policy statement
To support families in ensuring that children achieve a smooth transition from home to Pre-school and between settings.

To support families in ensuring that children achieve a smooth transition from Pre-school to school.
Procedures

To support families in ensuring that children achieve a smooth transition from home to Pre-school and between settings.

We do this by:

· Adopting a phased induction process. This consists of an invite to an open morning the term before the child starts, an initial home visit, a stay & play session with parent/carer, a 2-hour shorter session before usual sessions commence.
· Flexibility to ensure a response approach is followed to suit the needs of children/ families. Working in partnership with families, maintaining the values of the Parents are a child’s first educator & the child is an expert in their lives.

· Embrace the ‘backpack’ of life that each child carries with them when they attend NBU5s. Ensuring this is seen & reflected in the way we plan & offer provocations & in our care giving.
· Inviting parents in to share skills or interest, to and help during a session once the child has attended for a full term, so they have time to settle in.
· Having a Key Person system 

· Having photos & reminders of home in the setting.
· Allowing comforters and special toys and gradually encouraging children to leave them in their bags.
· Plentiful communication with home through face-to-face chats, newsletters, Tapestry, social media, open sessions where we invite our community to share time with us.
· Children having their own peg, coat label and snack label. Children encouraged to self register as part of our daily rhythms.
To support families in ensuring that children achieve a smooth transition from Pre-school to school.

We will do this by:

· Role play area with uniforms reflecting each school for dress up, photos & books.
· Sending information to the receiving schools about each child. Including any SEND files, safeguarding files.
· Exploring fiction & Non fiction books about school.
· Visiting Nacton school each week for a story, lunch & play time during the summer term.
· Liaising with the reception teachers so they can come into the pre-school and meet the children during the Summer Term
· Planning a face-to-face exchange of information about each child with the receiving teacher.
· Supporting families with any worries, appeals, individual circumstances.
· Encouraging parents to take advantage of opportunities with the schools such as open days, induction sessions, sports days or special events.
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
